Elementary Plan: Three Options (one or any combination of the three)
Option #1:

For students with internet access, interactive brochures will be posted on the Library Resources website. The brochures provide activities and websites that allow for skill reinforcement and reflective thinking. Activities are categorized both by content area as well as in an interdisciplinary way. Students who do not have access to the internet at home can still complete most all of the activities in the brochure. However, the links provided in the brochure would not be accessible. These links provide reinforcement for skills through games, etc. 

Option #2:

For schools with concentrated numbers of students in apartment complexes, schools can coordinate with the office manager to drop work and/or books off at the office complex. Parents can pick up materials from the apartment office. Students with internet access can also access the links in the brochure. Students without internet access can use the skill reinforcement and reflective thinking in the brochure.
Option #3:

For students with internet access, schools will provide a spot on their school website to post assignments and information for students. Or, teachers who have their own website linked to the school website can post assignments to the teacher websites
Use of Call Out System: 

In the instance that large numbers of students are out, schools can opt to use the call out system to communicate options/plans to students and parents.
Secondary Plan: Three Options (one or any combination of the three)
Option #1:

For schools with concentrated numbers of students in apartment complexes, schools can coordinate with the office manager to drop work and/or books off at the office complex. Option #2:

For students with internet access, schools will provide a spot on their school website to post assignments and information for students. Or, teachers who have their own website linked to the school website can post assignments to the teacher websites. Students with internet access can also access the links in the brochure. Students without internet access can use the skill reinforcement and reflective thinking in the brochure.

Option #3:

For students without internet access, schools will provide packets of work that can be picked up by a family friend in the front office or other designated location in the building.
