Procedures for Implementing the PreAP Curriculum Roadmaps
Grades 6 – 10 

For PreAP Classes: 
· Follow the skills as listed for each week in the roadmap. (Remember that LTF is a skills-based program.)
· Use the LTF lessons specified in the second column to teach those skills.  If the text recommended by LTF is not available at the campus, substitute an alternate text that is appropriate for the skill/s being taught.*  

· Teachers may include additional strategies or lessons to support or clarify skills taught in the LTF lesson.

 

· Adhere to the reserved book list for each grade using the following parameters:

· Long pieces of text (novels, plays, films) may not be used in their entirety at an earlier 
grade.  (i.e., Novels on the eighth-grade reserved list may not be used in sixth or seventh 
grade. However, novels on the sixth-grade reserved list might be used in seventh grade. )
· Excerpts (less than 10% of the work) of any text may be used at any grade level.

 

· Major pieces should be taught sequentially in the appropriate 6-week period to honor the progression of skills built into the curriculum.

 

· Create and maintain writing portfolios for each student.  The portfolios move with students from grade-to-grade and become a history of the student as a writer.  They are given to the student at the end of their final year.
 




For Grade-Level Classes: 
· Follow the skills as listed for each week in the roadmap. (Remember that LTF is a skills-based program.)
· Use the LTF lessons specified in the second column to teach those skills.  If the text recommended is too difficult for the students, select an alternate text.

· Teachers may include additional strategies or lessons to address gaps in student learning and/or support or clarify skills taught in the LTF lesson.  

· Teachers are encouraged to differentiate instruction, as needed, in three ways: slow the pace, provide additional support and scaffolding, and/or select a less challenging text.

 

· Adhere to the reserved book list for each grade using the following parameters:

· Long pieces of text (novels, plays, films) may not be used in their entirety at an earlier 
grade.  (i.e., Novels on the eighth-grade reserved list may not be used in sixth or seventh 
grade. However, novels on the sixth-grade reserved list might be used in seventh grade. )
· Excerpts (less than 10% of the work) of any text may be used at any grade level.

 

· Major pieces, when appropriate for students, should be taught sequentially in the appropriate 6-week period to honor the progression of skills built into the curriculum.

 

· Create and maintain writing portfolios for each student.  The portfolios move with students from grade to grade and become a history of the student as a writer.  They are given to the student at the end of their final year.
